Your application will be reviewed by the Uinta County Sheriff’s Office and once the application is
approved by the Sheriff’s Office, it will be forwarded to the Search and Rescue Team.

Once this process is completed a meeting will be scheduled with you to meet with the Search and
Rescue Review Board. The board will explain the Search and Rescue procedures as well as inquire
the reasons for your interest in becoming a member of the Search and Rescue unit, as well as ask
you several generalized questions.

You will be invited to the next general membership meeting, where you will be asked to introduce
yourself and once again state why you want to become a Search and Rescue member. You will be
excused from the meeting and the Review Board will give their recommendations to the general
membership. At this time a vote will be conducted on whether to accept you as a probationary
member. You will then be notified at the time of the meeting or the next day the decision of the
membership.

Dear Prospective member: As you consider joining the Uinta County Sheriff’s Search and Rescue,

please ask yourself the following questions:

. Why do | want to be a member of Search and Rescue?
. Am | willing to abide by the unit’s rules and regulations?
. Am | willing and devoted enough to spend much of my free time in preparation for the

day when | can contribute to the saving of a human life? Do you feel comfortable with
your answers and still want to be a member if this unit? If so, here are a few things
that will be expected of you in addition to the items above.

1. Regular attendance at all meetings, training meetings are required.

Your participation is critical to the success of our organization. Your training is a primary factor
in your ability to contribute to Search and Rescue. Our mission success can be directly attributed
to the quality and amount of our training. You may find it necessary to change your plans or put
off an appointment to attend a meeting. We hope you are willing to do this. We understand that
you probably can’t make all meetings, but please do what you can to attend. Remember: If you
can’t make a meeting, you must call one of the officers to be excused.

2. Be Prepared.

When called upon to participate in a search, do not show up on the scene and become a handicap.
When you are called out on any type of search, you should arrive on the scene prepared to be totally
self-sufficient for at least 25 hours. We will attempt to give you training for any task you may be
assigned, but our training schedule cannot cover everything immediately. We do not expect you to
spend a fortune on expensive, specialized equipment. In most cases, all you will need is food and
survival gear for the conditions. Remember that in this area, we can experience winter in July so
plan accordingly. If you have any questions about what you need to bring, contact an officer.

3. Participate.
We expert every member to be involved and be willing to contribute to the search and rescue team
which includes being prepared to participate, plan, and share your thoughts and ideas as they are
welcome. We continually strive to improve and move forward.
